The diary spans just over ayear and recounts any number of events found in the original novel in a slightly
different, more masculine way. Knightley is constantly worrying about Emmal’s behavior, hoping she will be
more mature and leave off matchmaking, and trying to decide if, and who, he should marry. Just as Emma
tries to pair Harriet with various gentlemen, Knightley meets several women (including Jane Fairfax) and
triesto see if he feels any sparks with them.
